EDUCATION
The system of education in the Czech Republic
Schoul attendance is compulsory from (the age of) 6 till 16 years. It´s free or charge and children have the same possibilities for their future education. This system  inculdes 4 main grades:

1. pre-school education –. from the age of 3 to 6 can attend kindergarten (the majority of children go there). This first grade of pre-school education is not compulsory.

2. primary education – children attend the basic schoul 9 years. The primary school consists of 2 degrees:
the 1st – from the 1st to the 5th clase.

the 2nd degreee -  from the 6th to 9th clase.

Some children can attend the grammar school from the 5th clase. Our pupils may not do any exam after finishing compulsory attendance.

3. secondery education – the system of secondary education is very various, because the students can enter many kinds of schools, for example: grammar school, secondary technical school, industrial, agricultural, economic or for health workers. The students must usually do enter examination. The study usually takes 4 years and it´s finished with the school leaving examination. 

Some children enter apprentice centres (educational establishment). The study takes from 2 till 4 years and it isn´t always finished with the school leaving examination.

This system is free of charge at the state schools. The students after passing the school leaving examination can gain another special education at some of the secondary schools. It usually takes 2 years and it must be paid.

4. university – after the secondary school students can advance to the university, but they must pass their enter exam. The study takes from 2 till 6 years there and at the end of their studying they do the state leasing examination. Many universities and technical universities are in our republic. The oldest of them is famous Charles University, which was founded by Charles the IV in 1348 and this is the oldest university of the Central Europe too.
